The Bay County Commission joined Panhandle Crime 
Stoppers and other Crime Stopper Programs around the 
world in celebrating January as Crime Stoppers Month.

Why We Keep On Our Toes
Greensboro, NC -- Calls to Crime Stoppers are 
supposed to be anonymous, but some people with the 
organization in Guilford County worry an Orange County 
judge's upcoming ruling could give lawyers access to 
information that's always been private.
"We have never jeopardized a caller identity whatsoever 
in any of our cases," said Cpt. Janice Rogers of the 
Greensboro Police Department.
But, Rogers said she worries about the impact of a judge's 
upcoming decision, though she is not involved in the case.
"It's always been private protected. And, it should remain 
that way. If not, callers may feel like their confidentiality 
would be jeopardized and a lot of that is going to fall back 
on how the agencies document the information when its 
received through the phone lines," she said.
"We in no way want to know who you are, or are going to 
write down who you are, even if you slip and say, 'I'm the 
neighbor. I'm the aunt. I'm the cousin. We're not going to 
document that information because its irrelevant to us," she 
said.
The judge in the Eve Carson case was expected to 
decide on the release the Crime Stoppers tips this week, 
but that's been postponed until next week.
